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Adventure . Colorado

It was a sunny day in mid June when I stepped out of the terminal in ‘Denver International Airport’,
Colorado. Going through multiple concourses to find your way around in this huge airport was quite an
amazing and overwhelming experience for the first timer like me.l had been to several training classes in
different cities before, but all 1 did was travel between the class and the hotel; this time, | was
determined to explore, so | gathered some ‘point of interest” information before | set off.

| picked up my rental car, a Mustang convertible, from the ‘National Enterprise’. | was thrilled about the
excitement ahead of me. | called my friend Joyce in Longmont, a city north of Denver, she gave me the
direction, and off | went.

It was quite a pleasant drive on route to her house. Colorado was at a higher altitude; it’s a famous skiing
resort in the winter, so there were green prairies everywhere in the spring and summer. 1 saw tall buildings and
single houses amid the prairies along the high way, dark green pine forest spreading all the way to the end of the
horizon. The sun was bright, the breeze was gentle, and the sky was bluer than that of California. The high
way was marked clearly with sign and number at the exit; it’s easy for even a new comer to find his way.

Joyce gave me a warm welcome; her daughters were so eager to jump in to the convertible with me around
the blocks to show it off. They waved and yelled to their neighbors and said ‘she is our friend from California.’
Joyce took me with her family for a horseback riding trip in a village.  Her daughters and | rode the horses
along the rocky mountain trail to the bottom of the prairie. It was so beautiful going down the hill, I was busy
looking around, all those tall trees must had been there for hundreds of years, the air was so fresh and clean, you
could smell the pine in the air and the dirt in the ground. From time to time, | had to pull the horse back to the
trail because they often wandered off to graze on the grass. The steep hill worried me that the horse might
accidentally trip over the rocks and threw me down the cliff. Finally, we reached at the bottom of the village,
and a group of cowboys cook a delicious ‘wild west’ steak lunch for us. Joyce was frightened on her last
horseback ride, so she and her husbhand took the truck instead. That was the most refreshing steak lunch I have
ever had.

No body wanted to go home when we rode back up the hill, so we went to a lake near by; I had so much fun
paddling the boat in the lake. When we got tired, it was time for me to say good-bye. | drove my convertible
under the starlight, the mid-summer breeze ruffled through my hair, I turned the music loud and totally emerged
myself in the great symphony; although it was pitch dark around me, but I never felt happier. | enjoyed the
feeling of being alone and being totally free.

The hotel was in a beautiful golf course and | could overlook the green area from my balcony in second floor.
| saw ‘early birds’ playing golf right under my eyes when | pull the curtain in the morning. | was not a golfer,
but I sure love what | saw. At those nights, when | sat alone in the restaurant enjoying my late dinner after my
exploring tour, I would be reading my book in the dim light with hundred of moths flying around.

With the help of the secretary at the IBM training center, | visited more fun places after class each day. The
class was informative but not as excited as the places | was going to visit. | hopped in my car after the first day of
the class, drove down 1-25 toward Colorado Springs without picking up a place to visit. | kept driving south
until 1 was starving and | stopped at “Chili’ restaurant, the waitress told me this place called ‘Seven Falls’ which
was a privately owned and operated natural site. It got its name because of the seven different shaped falls in the
park. You could get the best view from the “Eagle’s Nest Observation Platform” which was built on a rock
about 184 steps high. You could watch the Indians dressed in feathers dancing their ‘Native American Dances’
by the pond, and another route with two hundred something steps took you all the way to the top of the hill on the
other side of the fall, the trail hid deep in the forest lead you to the grave yard of ‘Helen Hunts’, a famous author.
I strolled along the trail in the sunset, watching deer peaked through the trees; the squirrels enjoyed their pinecone
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feast; my appearance didn’t even stir them a bit. The neon lights in the park shone on ‘Seven Falls’ and gave the
nightly view some exotic scene. Under the spot lights, peeked through the glass window of a big fishpond,
hundreds of trout swimming happily in this warm summer night.

Tuesday after the class, | drove to downtown Denver to visit the ‘Denver Botanic Garden’. This was the only
night they stay open till 9 pm. ‘Denver Botanic Garden’ was located in the center of downtown Denver, it had
23 acres of kaleidoscopic flowers and exotic plants from around the world in these 30 artistically designed
gardens, it even designed a maze called ‘Children’s Secret Path’ for children to have fun. It reminded me of our
‘Huntington Library’ in California.

Wednesday was the only night for ‘Denver Art Museum’ to stay open till 9 pm. Denver Art Museum was a
28-sided building with 30,000 art objects including Native American collection, Western art, European paintings
and Chinese antiques that spanned 5 stories. | could barely finish 3 % stories in three hours because | went
through every single piece displayed on the shelf. After the museum closed, | rushed to the ‘Denver
Performance Arts Complex’ hoping to catch any left over ticket for that night. ‘Denver Performance Arts
Complex’ was the largest performing arts center in the world under one roof, with nine theatres seating 10,000
people presenting Tony Award-winning show, symphony, Broadway show, etc. Unfortunately, all tickets were
sold out by 8 pm; | missed all the good shows like ‘The Lion King’, the ‘Russian Ballet’ and a comedy called
“You Are Perfect, 1 Love You, Now Change!” (I was lucky enough to watch this show on my second visit in
Denver three months later).

Thursday was my night for the wild; | visited ‘Manitou Cliff Dwellings’, a place for ‘Anasazi Culture’.
According to the brochure - “The Pueblo’ was a three-story structure depicting the architecture of the Taos Pueblo
Indians. Of course, Indian Dance was always a part of the program. When | walked among the adobe structure
emerging myself way back in the Indian life hundreds of years ago, a little girl saw me and yelled to her mom,
‘mom, look, it’s Pocahontas’. | realized that because | had my hair braided, and | put on my cowboy hat and my
Disney Pocahontas jacket and a pair of jeans, and she thought Pocahontas was back to life again. We were all
amused by what that little girl said.

My next stop was the ‘Cave of the Wind’. There were three different tours for this underground cave; a 3
to 4 hour crawling Explorer’s Trip, that you get to crawl in a very narrow tunnel, a one-hour ‘Lantern Tour’ that
you walk in total darkness, and a 45-minute lighted ‘Discovery Tour’. When | arrived, | found out that I
couldn’t take the ‘Explorer’s Trip’ without a reservation; the tour guide for the ‘Lantern Tour’ called in sick that
night, so nobody will take us down. After | complained to the manager and told him that I came all the way
from California and it was my only night available to see the cave. The manager was nice enough to not only
grant me a free ticket for the ‘Discovery Tour’ but also a free admission for the laser show at 9 pm. Wow, how
could I resist such an offer? | happily accepted it, and had a blast touring the case.

There was enough time left before the laser show, so | quickly drove to the near by ‘Garden of The Gods’.
‘Garden of the Gods’ opened everyday; there were all kinds of huge red rocks in different shapes all over the park.
People were walking, jogging, bicycling and rock-climbing everywhere. It was especially beautiful in the dusk
when sun had its last reflection on the rocks; the orange, yellow and red lights shun through your eyes, created an
illusion that you were wandering in this amazing garden only god could own. | drove at least three times in the
park to make sure | stopped by every single rock. It was almost dark when | returned to the ‘Cave of the Wind’
for the laser show. The laser beams from different angles shot at the nightly sky reflected on the mountain and
the patriotic songs ringing in the starry sky. | couldn’t control my tears when ‘Proud to be an American’ was
playing. The chilly wind reminded me it was late and it was time to return.

Friday, after a half-day class, | had enough time for the ‘Denver Museum of Nature & Science’ before my
eight o’clock flight. ‘Denver Museum of Nature & Science’ was the fourth largest museum of its kind; it is a
maze of dioramas, dinosaurs, gems and treasures from all over the world. It was similar to our ‘Museum of
Science and Nature’ in Los Angeles. | browsed through all three stories in a few hours and quickly jumped
across the street to the ‘Denver Zoo’. The zoo was a home to more than 3,500 animals. It was also the fourth
most popular zoo in America. | enjoyed so much watching the animals and almost forgot my time. | rushed to
‘Denver International Airport’ and couldn’t find the airport on the high way. The highway was not like those in
California, there was hardly anyone driving by. | had to exit the high way, waited on the side of the road for
someone to stop and gave me the right direction to the airport. | was so lucky, during my stay; everyone seemed
to be very kind and willing to give me a hand whenever | needed.

This was the first trip ever that | went around by myself with just a car and a map. The total freedom |
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enjoyed helped me realized that ‘one can be alone but never be lonely’.

Some
were larger, some smaller. Some were males and some females. Some were clever, others rather slow.
Some were inherently good, while others were evil. Nu Wa was very pleased with her success, and
traveled all around the earth creating more humans.

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Zu Chong Zhi

Born in 429 AD, Zu Chong Zhi was the descendant of a lineage of court
officials going back three generations. His great grandfather served as a court official
for the Eastern Chin dynasty, as did his grandfather and father for the Liu-Sung dynasty.
The capital of both dynasties was located in Nanking.

In addition to being court officials, the Zu family was well known for its abilities
in astronomy, particularly the calendar. Such astronomers were noticeably important
because of the link between an emperor and the heavens. Producing a calendar that
connected the emperor to the heavens implied a successful sovereignty.

The Zu family passed down their knowledge from father to son, as most skills
were taught at that time. Zu Chong Zhi, whose primary studies were in the fields of
mathematics and astronomy, also studied other subjects because of his ability in engineering and literary
composition. Zu Chong Zhi followed his predecessors by serving under Emperor Xiao Wu. He first served as an
official in Jiangsu but later served in Nanking.

As an officer, Zu Chong Zhi worked on mathematics and astronomy, particularly a new calendar for
Emperor Xiao Wu. The previous calendar was based on a 19-year cycle with each year consisting of 12 lunar
months. Each month had 29 or 30 days. In seven of these 19 years, an extra month was inserted to make the
calendar, which was devised according to the movement of the sun and the moon, one with 235 months in 19
years. This calendar, however, was later changed using a 600-year cycle with an extra month in 221 of the years.

In 462 AD, Zu Chong Zhi introduced a new calendar based on a cycle of 391 years, with an extra month in
144 of the 391 years. He managed to create a calendar with this degree of accuracy because he was able to
calculate the length of a tropical year as 365.24281481 days, which is only 50 seconds off of what it should be.
The calendar was accepted by Emperor Xiao Wu, but unfortunately the emperor died before the calendar was put
into use. The new emperor did not accept Zu Chong Zhi’s calendar. Zu Chong Zhi then quit his position as an
official and concentrated on his studies for the remainder of his life.

Zu Chong Zhi is also credited for his calculations ofrm, for which he has determined three values: 22/7,
355/113, and 3.1415926 <7 <3.1415927. Zu Chong Zhi published his methods for deriving m as well as his
calendar in a book, Zui Shu. This book was then used as a text for examinations at the Imperial Academy, but the
book was deemed too advanced and was then removed from the syllabus. Regrettably, the text was lost by the
twelfth century, so one can only guess how Zu Chong Zhi made his brilliant deductions.

The Yellow Emperor

Xuan Yuan, who would later be called Huang Di, or the Yellow Emperor, was the leader of the Xia
tribe. There are many stories, both historical and legendary, surrounding Xuan Yuan’s ascendance to
imperial power, but all the stories seem to agree on one thing at least: his conquest and uniting of the four
Chinese clans.

Lu Ban — The Genius History Forgot

brothers. However, the truly original thinkers of the ancient empires are often
overshadowed by more popular and widely known geniuses and become little
recognized. Their pasts are forgotten, their creations credited to others, and their
very existence as benefactors for humanity tossed away into a pile of obscure
names. These inventors deserve just as much to be hailed, for even by living in - ey
the shadows of those more recognized, they still influence humanity in a profound

and positive way. One of the most prolific of these forgotten heroes of creation

is the humble Chinese carpenter Lu Ban.

The annals of the great inventors of the civilized human era include such 6

Born some time in the Spring and Autumn sub-periods (770 — 476 B.C.) of the Eastern Zhou period, Lu Ban
proceeded through childhood with an extreme interest in carpentry and uncanny ability for creation. He would
make chairs for his family when they needed rest and pots for his plants when they needed shelter. As a youth,
he was described as intelligent, gifted, and skillful as an inventor, and his inventions were all practical. One such
creation was a figure that would turn towards the direction of an imminent drought. It used the principle of a
primitive yet sensitive moisture detection. Lu Ban also created a multitude of novel tools and articles of
furniture, for which he became well known in his area. Extraordinarily, Lu Ban was the first to invent the glider,
placing himself above and before both Da Vinci and the Wright Brothers by more than a thousand years. While
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working on a pagoda in Liang Zhou, Lu Ban invented a sort of giant gliding kite with which he could use to glide
back home to his wife Lady Yun many times faster than he could on foot. His wife became pregnant during this
time, and Lu Ban’s parents were scandalized, as it was thought that Lu Ban could not have been the father because
of his constant work in a distant city, until his invention was revealed to them. Subsequently, Lady Yun became
an integral part of Lu Ban’s success, revising his blueprints for his inventions and creating some interesting things
of her own, like a more efficient umbrella and a chair.

Lu Ban’s teachings are recorded in the manuscript Lu Ban Jing, and though it was written 1,500 years after
his death, it contains his personal designs for temples, pots, and furniture along with extensive instructions on
Feng Shui, the Chinese practice of geomancy. He delves into Chinese proto and ethno sciences that deal with
the layout of cities, villages, homes, and buildings to create an aesthetically pleasing and balanced environment.
He describes the most balanced means of carpentry, though he did not invent the glue-less, nail-less form of
construction that the Chinese mastered. However, the lasting effects of his inventive passions can still be found
in Chinese culture today, though memory of his work has long drifted away. Thus, though Lu Ban’s personal
history has faded, his creations are immortal.

Bi Sheng and the Moveable Type

Bi Sheng is one of the greatest inventors of ancient China, whose invention
even shapes society today. He lived in the capital of China, Kai Feng, during the
Song Dynasty. At about 1045-1058 A. D., he created the most important
invention of his lifetime, the moveable type. Although it did not significantly
impact Chinese society at the time, it accomplished much and had many
far-reaching effects.

Bi Sheng created the moveable type to improve the existing engraving type.
Sheng made his moveable Chinese characters by first cutting wood into small
pieces. Then he carved the characters onto the wood chunks. The characters
were arranged onto an iron board according to the characters on an article.
After the article was printed, the individual characters could be reorganized and
used again and again. He carved 3000 common Chinese characters and
organized them by the first part of their pronunciation. Bi Sheng’s moveable
type made mass book production much easier and resulted in a greatly increased
literacy rate. Before, learning for the people of China was difficult because of
the insufficient amount of books. Books were rare and very expensive because
scribes would have to copy each page by hand and rewrite everything when a
duplicate was required.

Though the German inventor Johannes Gutenberg created the moveable type which revolutionized the
European world hundreds of years later, Bi Sheng is recognized today as being the original inventor of the
moveable type.

Zhang Heng: The Inventor that Shook the World

China retains a huge share of philosophers and inventors that have risen to light and faded throughout its
ancient history, but inventor/philosopher Zhang Heng has direct connections to many of the ideas and contraptions
seen in contemporary society.

Zhang Heng was born during the time of the Eastern Han dynasty, the second half of the longest-lasting
Chinese dynasty. In this age, Han China was a place of great creativity, its influence and prestige radiating in all
directions. As a thriving civilization, the Han tried to restore all the writings that had been destroyed in the
emperor Shi Huang Di’s effort to consolidate his power during the Qin dynasty. Not only did the Han require
cultural accomplishment from their public servants, prizing knowledge in the classic S
texts, they also made concerted efforts to advance in the fields of science and o
technology. A

The court during this era became increasingly influenced by family clans
seeking to extend their own power. These conditions set the context for Zhang’s life,
as he was born into an important family. Because of this status, he was educated in
much Confucian moral and political philosophy and was able to advance himself in
both position and knowledge. Zhang studied literature for ten grueling years and was
trained to become a writer. His ideas and literary works gained him a considerable
amount of fame. At thirty years old, however, his interests turned away from
literature to science, especially the field of astronomy.

Though blessed with a family name that would have aided him in a quest for
personal power, Zhang’s lack of ambition and strong Confucian beliefs led him to
refuse high governmental posts numerous times in favor of an isolated life in which
he reflected upon the nature of the universe and science. He did, however, hold the
position of chief astrologer and minister to the emperor several times.

In 132 AD Zhang developed the first seismograph for measuring earthquakes. The di dong yi, or “earth
movement instrument,” made a name for being outstandingly accurate and sensitive. In fact, he achieved great
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fame when several indications of earthquakes by the seismograph allowed him to alert the Emperor of the news
before other couriers did. His delving into mathematics and literature yielded numerous outstanding results such
as the regulation of the calendar to bring it in line with the seasons and over twenty literary works that left
profound marks upon Chinese culture.

Zhang was also able to develop detailed maps of the heavens. His chart showed 124 constellations
consisting of an amazing total of 2500 stars. Even so, Heng was not satisfied, and hired craftsmen to build what is
now the world’s oldest three-dimensional model of the sky. It was powered by water, which allowed the globe to
complete one rotation every year, showing the relative positions of the stars.

Zhang’s most prominent theory was the Hun theory, a proponent of the idea that the earth is round. He
wrote that the “sky is like a hen’s egg...the Earth is like the yolk of the egg, lying alone at the center.” His ideas
were more fanciful and based upon speculation rather than upon hard evidence, and his methods of research and
study were radically different from those of today, but it is clear that his achievements were closely related to his
conduct and attitude towards research.

In August, | moved into the Medical Challenge suite (one of many themed
housing options), where my suitemates and | quickly bonded. The experience so far has been
unforgettable. Academics, as always, must come first though. The typical schedule for a student
in the College of Arts and Sciences is four classes, but mine includes five classes because of my
involvement in the Vagelos Scholar Program in Molecular Life Sciences. The program requires
its participants to major in Chemistry or Biochemistry and either choose a second science major
or receive a master’s degree in Chemistry or Physics. With a five-class course load every
semester, it will still take only four years to graduate. Invitations to the program are extended to
applicants who indicate a major of Chemistry or Biochemistry and, among other factors, who
have received high scores on standardized tests, especially the SAT Il in Physics or Chemistry.
Participation can only occur by invitation in freshman year and students may not join in
subsequent year. The Vagelos program requires at least two summers of research on campus, as
well a yearlong freshman seminar. It is a fledgling program that has only graduated a few classes
of approximately twenty people each, but the results so far have been phenomenal.

Penn also offers seven dual-degree programs, which allows students to graduate with two
degrees from two different schools. Among them is the prestigious Management and Technology
(M&T) Program in which students graduate with a degree from Wharton and a degree from the
School of Engineering. Unlike the Vagelos Program, students may apply to M&T both before
and during their freshman year, but admission is limited to only fifty students a year. The
Huntsman Program allows participants to receive a degree in International Studies from the
College of Arts and Sciences and a degree in Economics from Wharton. Various concentrations
in business include finance, accounting, real estate, actuarial sciences, insurance, operational
management and information management, etc. Target countries may include Spain, France,
China, Taiwan, Japan, Egypt, and many more. The Huntsman Program in International Studies
and Business includes one semester of study abroad in the target country of choice. It is a four-
year program centered on global awareness and a business education. Any combination between
two of the four undergraduate schools (Arts & Sciences, Wharton, Nursing, Engineering &
Applied Sciences) can be found within one of these dual-degree programs.

But beyond all of the academics, Penn is in a bustling city that is uniquely different from
the quiet suburbs of Conejo Valley. Philadelphia is full of life at all times of the day, and there is
always something to do both on campus and off campus. Everything you could want is only a
short taxi drive or subway ride away. The city is filled with historical remembrances, there are
museums on every corner (including the one where well-known scene from Rocky was filmed),
and of course, don’t forget about the famous Philly cheesecakes.
