WE'VE ALWAYS STRUGGLED WITH TECHNOLOGY AT HOME

There is not a family that I know as a youth pastor that isn’t arguing over this issue. Surprising as it sounds,
it’s not a new issue.

Twenty-five years ago, my dad told me to turn off my Nintendo Entertainment System because I had been
playing “The Legend of Zelda” for 3 hours straight! He thought it was a waste of time and that the music
was annoying! So, I went to my room and played “Might & Magic” on my Commodore 64 computer. Then
my parents complained I was late to dinner because I was in my room playing computer games. This
happened often.

While this was going on, my sister was always on the phone (land-line) hogging up the line talking to her
friends about her school Cross-Country and guys she liked.

IS THE HOME THAT DIFFERENT TODAY?
YES and No.

“No” in that we still struggle with the same technological/digital boundaries at home.

“YES” in that, now this issue is a must to address! Technology has become hundreds of times more
personalized, real to life, interactive, and compartmentalized our lives from each other. Think about it this
way: if a simple smartphone has the dynamic power to allow us adults to stay in our room for hours, how
much more for our kids? Every parent has experienced this. The difference is the parent that has prepared
digital boundaries (less arguing at home) versus the parent that has not (more arguing).

HOW TO CREATE A TEENAGE DIGITAL MONSTER AT HOME

.- If you want to create a digital monster teen, all you have to do are these seven things below:

) " Set no smartphone, tablet, and/or desktop boundaries.
* Wait until their junior or senior year in high school to implement some rules.
- Not following through enforcing the guidelines you have set.
- Allowing them unlimited access to their electronic devices.
- Not personally and actively communicating with them.
- Not conversing with them the importance of family time and real-life communication in general.
* Being an adult digital monster yourself.

: DIGITAL PARENTING BASICS

Here’s the assumption: We want to prepare our kids with certain life skills that will help them not to just
succeed in college and their future career, but be young men & women of good character and have good
relational skills. Also, having more harmony at home would be nice too!

Here’s the problem: Leaving our kids to do what they want with their technological devices might help
accomplish the first part, but not all the other parts.
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What are some digital parenting basics toward solving this?

First and ideally, you will need to have house digital boundaries starting when they are babies. This means
you need to have a plan worked out with your spouse beforehand. (Do you give them traditional hand/
eye coordination toys or your electronic tablet? What will be the outcome? What is your desired outcome?
When do you start allowing them to see/use digital equipment?)

Second, model & emphasize real-life communication is more important than technological communication.
Remember, there are three parts to communication: body language (60%), tone of voice (30%), and verbal
content (10%). (Texting syntax & manners are not the same as real-life syntax & manners.)

Third, don’t give technology to them as an unconditional gift. Make them earn it. The more responsible
they are, the more ready they are, and the more you can let your boundaries go. Freedom requires a maturity
to not abuse it. If your 16 year old showed a pattern of irresponsibility, would you give him/her a BMW as
his/her first car? Would you even give them a car?

Fourth, let them know early, it’s your house (& usually your money), so your rules. This means whatever is
in your house is public to you. Whatever is private is only given after a proven record of responsibility. This
includes technology & the Internet. It is not a wise thing to give your middle school child a lock for his/her
room along with his/her own desktop computer with Internet access in his/her room.

Fifth, communicate with them as a partner in helping his/her maturity. This is key. This includes teaching
and negotiating with them about boundaries from time to time. Many issues can be resolved if there is
an open line of communication and a good relationship. (Who would you voluntarily listen to more? A
demanding boss or a caring mentor?)

Sixth, there will always be some disagreeing and arguing. (Welcome to American individualism!) But,
here’s a fact. There will be less arguing if you have reasonable boundaries in place early, and more arguing
if you put boundaries in place late.

FROM STRICTER TO LOOSER DIGITAL BOUNDARIES (Looser Depends on Age & Maturity)

This is where you want to start your boundaries from a more strict code of rules and loosen them up as
your child/teenager grows. Remember, communicate & release with age & maturity. Here are some sample
boundary guidelines for you to implement.

1. Everything digital (computers, smartphones, etc.) stays in the more public places of the house (living
room, kitchen, etc.). They are parent’s properties which are allowed the kids to borrow. Passwords will
be given to parents and parents can check-up on their child’s digital conversations. This also means no
taking the laptop or smartphone into your child’s room when he/she sleeps. They will all be placed on
the dinner table.

2. Privatization of these are earned, not given. This includes the gigabyte and text allowance.

3. Digital devices are either earned through continued responsibility or as a gift upon entering middle
school or high school.

4. Unless you are talking to your child digitally, your child should put down his/her digital device and
look at you when your child converses with you.

5.Family gathering times (dinner time, weekend outings, etc.) will be digital free zones.

6.1f your child wants more smartphone privileges, he/she should do more chores at home, get better
grades, or find a job to pay for it.

7.Have all of these things above (and others that you may think about) in writing and signed by the kids.
Then post them at places around the house.

Let me begin by saying that this is not the typical Asian-American success story that we have all become accus-
tomed to hearing. In elementary school, I was not a straight-A student, nor a piano-recital champion. In fact, I was
far from it. I was a known trouble-maker, and decidedly stubborn. My third grade teacher even suggested to my
parents that I be held back a year because I refused to turn in my homework assignments on time and was always
day-dreaming in class. In high school, I was shockingly average - apart from my test scores, which were generally
quite good. Despite showing promise, I lacked the work-ethic to ever come close to realizing my full potential.

To my parents, this was a continual source of frustration. No matter how hard they tried to corral me, and despite
their best intentions, I never listened. I was a free spirit and there was simply nothing they could do to change it.
Despite my unruly behavior, I managed to graduate from high school and attended UC San Diego. My first two
years were a whirlwind of classes, clubs, and self discovery. Through it all I never really felt drawn towards any
particular cause or field of study and found myself lost in apathy. At times, I felt overwhelmed by the pressure to
excel, yet not knowing what to devote myself to.

And that, is precisely when everything changed. At the urging of a friend, I enrolled in a course entitled "AIDS
Science & Society." This course was part-biology, part-sociology, and opened my eyes to the tremendous amount
of pain and suffering inflicted by this disease worldwide. The professor brought AIDS patients to speak with the
students, and taught us about the tremendous contributions physician scientists has made towards combating this
terrible epidemic. I had an epiphany, and suddenly realized what I had been missing all along: passion. I knew
from that very moment that I had to do something about this issue, and that I wanted to do so by becoming a doc-
tor.

In short order, I turned my life around. Looking at the GPA and Medical College Admissions Test (MCAT) re-
quirements for medical school, I knew I was facing an uphill battle. Yet, I remained unfazed, with steely determi-
nation. Studying suddenly became easier as I found myself engaged in material that might one day be useful for
conducting research in the lab or seeing patients. I began volunteering in HIV/AIDS organizations, raising money
for relief efforts in Africa and spreading awareness at home. I joined an HIV research lab, and eventually earned
my master's degree, along with several publications in peer-reviewed journals. I also earned dual majors in bio-
chemistry and history, intent on leaving college with more than just a science degree.

Naturally, this transformation did not come without growing pains. I began by shutting myself in the library, con-
vinced that a steely work ethic and vigilant studying would cure my mediocre performance. This was not the case.
While my academic performance improved, I was still not achieving the perfect grades and scores that I needed to
gain entrance into medical school. Over the ensuing quarters, I slowly re-introduced elements to social life: spend-
ing time with my significant other, hanging out with friends, and yes, even going to an occasional party or two. |
went to the gym when I could, and spent every opportunity I could at the beach or diving in the ocean. My grades
continued to improve. Soon, I was earning perfect marks every quarter, and felt good doing it. My research blos-
somed, and I felt rewarded through my contribution to the scientific community. For the first time in my life, I felt
like I had become not just a student, but an intellectual.

Soon, it was time to take the dreaded MCAT. By this point, I had realized the importance of caring for one's physi-
cal, social, and emotional health in attaining success. I took a step-wise approach to studying, spending long hours
in the library but also scheduling breaks and taking time to reward myself. I sat for the exam and scored well
enough to be a competitive applicant for most medical schools in the country. Then, it was time to apply. At first I
was concerned that my lack-luster performance in my first two years of college would hinder my application, espe-
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cially when competing with a pool of the nation's best and brightest. Instead of shying away from the fact, I em-
braced it. I spoke openly of my journey to discovering medicine and my transformation as a student and individual
thereafter. As it turns out, people (medical school faculty included) love an under-dog story and believe in the
power of the human spirit.

I still remember the day I got accepted into medical school. I was in my lab running experiments when I checked
my e-mail and saw a new message from the Keck School of Medicine. My heart stopped for what seemed like an
eternity. Trembling, I opened the e-mail and sure, enough, "congratulations" read the first line. I screamed. My
principal investigator (also a physician) and other students and researchers poured in to congratulate me. I called
my mom, my dad, my friends, and of course, my grandma. I cancelled the remainder of my interviews at schools
that were not in California and took the rest of the day off.

The last four years have been an incredible journey; medical school has proved to be every bit as exciting, stress-
ful, and rewarding as I had imagined it would be — and then some. And through it all, I have never once felt dis-
heartened or overwhelmed as I once did in college. Even though the hours have been long, the material vast, and
the pressures intense, I have genuinely enjoyed every moment of it. Whether I'm in the laboratory working with
surgical robots, or in the operating room sewing up patients, I cannot help but feel a sense of satisfaction that fills
me with energy. And while I still have a long way to go before I complete my training, I have full faith that I will
be able to carry through.

The definition of "success" varies greatly from one person to another. Success often defined as monetary, spiritual,
intellectual, athletic, or any combination of the above. I consider my greatest success to date to be living my life
freely while pursuing my passion. While there is no foolproof formula for achieving success, discovering your true
passion(s) is probably the first step. It is not something that can simply be conjured up; it must come from within.
When one does find that passion, they must devote themselves wholly to it, yet be mindful of their social, emotion-
al, and physical health.

A final note: Recent studies suggests that stubborn children often become the most successful later in life. Social
scientists theorize that it is their sheer determination and refusal to bow down to pressures or the demands of others
that allows them to go further and achieve more. To parents: I encourage you to let your children be themselves,
make mistakes, and learn from them. Those lessons may be more valuable than anything that they may gain from a
textbook. To children & youth: keep an open mind, and never, ever give up on yourself.

Growing up as an Asian-American, there’s a strong emphasis that success looks a certain way.
As amazing as prestige, titles, and wealth are, my parents showed me that a well-balanced, pas-
sionate, and impactful life was more important. Today my name is not well known and I’m not
the CEO of a Fortune 500 company, but I do have a strong community around me, a family that
brings me joy, and 35 crazy, fun, and incredible students who also happen to be blind, that call
me teacher. Each day I get to teach my students and see their resourcefulness, humor, and
strength, and it reminds me to appreciate life and of how fortunate I am to have found a career
that I am truly in love with and passionate for.

Many people ask how I decided to become a special education teacher, let alone teach a popula-
tion as specific as the world of visual impairment. All of it really started with my parents and
how they lived their values in everyday life. They taught my brother and me, not just through
words, but through their own actions. I saw firsthand how diligently my parents worked and
served at Chinese School for numerous years even after we had long graduated. I volunteered
with my mom when she delivered meals to people who could not care for themselves, and I felt
their compassion to help others who were less fortunate than us. It was not anything elaborate
or extravagant, but everything they did, they did with an authenticity that deeply rooted in my
being. As a result, I really hoped to find a career that was not only a job but was also work that
was worth doing.

My first teaching experience was actually provided through Thousand Oaks Chinese School. 1
was given the opportunity to teach kindergarten when I was a senior in high school. T still re-
member that first day when I walked into the class with such confidence, ready to teach with
the help of my arsenal of stickers and activities. What could go wrong when I was so prepared
and full of optimism? By the end of the day however, I remember the feeling of overwhelming
defeat as I walked out of the class, drained, disillusioned, and utterly beaten by my lack of ex-
perience and inability to manage a classroom of 5 year olds. Even though I had given up on my-
self, the parents of the class and Principal Carol Woo did not give up on me. Soon after, | was
placed under the guidance of Mrs. Hsu, an experienced teacher who showed me how to teach
and manage a class effectively. I also got to develop life long friendships with some of the stu-
dents and am still in contact with some of those kids who are now in college themselves!
Through this experience, I felt confident that teaching was the career I wanted to pursue.

After exploring many different options in the world of education, I finally found my calling in
special education and teaching students with visual impairments. I currently work with students
who are blind, and I get to teach them not just academics, but life skills, braille and social skills.
Each day offers new challenges and insights, and even though many days are demanding, by the
end of the week, I get to pick myself up and see the fruits of my labor. There is nothing quite as
humbling and inspiring as seeing these students defy societal expectations that blind kids can’t
do much. Seeing them graduate from high school and continue onto college to pursue various
careers gives me hope that challenges can be overcome through perseverance, hard work, and
the support of loved ones.

It has been 12 years since my first day of teaching at TOCS, and I see how quickly time passes.
I now have a rambunctious 1 year old of my own running around the house, and I find that life
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is very cyclical in many ways. When I see him, I see what my parents saw in us as children. I
see that the lessons my parents learned through their experiences shaped who I am, and my ex-
periences and lessons will shape who my son will become. It gives me great excitement to see
where his life will take him and I hope that he will learn from his challenges and failures, and
have the strength to brush himself off and continue pursuing his work and passions with integri-
ty. I hope to show him that life is not just about academics and accolades and though im-
portant, they are not what give him value. And lastly, I hope that he will have a well-balanced,
bright, and impactful life ahead of him.

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Fast Rising Tattoo Artist: Brian Woo

Lately, the story of Brian Woo, son of our CCCA celebrity Carol Woo and her husband Danny Woo, has been re-
ported repeatedly in The New York Times, LA Weekly, Elle Magazines....... for his achievement in tattoo, an art
we are amazed by, but not very familiar with.

Growing up in Oak Park and attending Thousand Oaks Chinese School, Mr. Woo became fascinated by tattoos at
age 13... about the same time he stopped taking violin lessons! He and his friends would experiment with ink and
needles after school. The experimentation soon became competitive when one of Brian’s friends got a professional
tattoo. “I just wanted a lot of tattoos,” Mr. Woo said. “I wanted to be covered in tattoos.”

According to writer Sheila Marikardec, Woo is simply following a tradition taught to him by veterans like Mr.
Mahoney, who gave Mr. Woo one of his first legal tattoos at 18. Today, Mr. Woo has so much ink — an anchor
on an earlobe, the word “cope” written in cursive on his neck, a 1952 photograph of his Taiwanese grandfather on
his arm — that he can’t remember what, exactly, was his first legal tattoo.

After high school, Woo tried community college but paid more attention to partying, skating and going to concerts.
He was managing a clothing boutique and toying with the idea of creating a skateboarding-inspired clothing line
when Mr. Mahoney suggested he apprentice at his shop.

“I knew he could draw, I knew he was good people, and I just liked the kid,” Mr. Mahoney said. “I knew he had a
style.”

Mr. Woo spent about three years apprenticing (scheduling appointments, cleaning the bathroom, watching Mr.
Mahoney and other artists work) before he touched a machine. Around that time, he picked up the nickname “Dr.
Woo” from a regular.
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The intricate, unconventional tattoos hand-worked by Brian Woo, such as a dog on a finger, a hummingbird behind
an ear, a Mickey Mouse on a wrist, has drawn him a huge following on Instagram (more than 320,000!) and a
string of celebrity clients including Drake, Ellie Goulding and the actress Sarah Hyland.

“I do a lot of palm trees, but I try to make each one different,” he said. “I don’t want to do the same tattoo over and
over again.”

Word of mouth and the glow of Instagram have helped Mr. Woo drum up a months-long waiting list at the Sham-
rock Social Club, the venerable tattoo parlor in West Hollywood where he works.

Dr. Woo of the Shamrock Social Club in Hollywood is, currently, and pretty much for the foreseeable future, the
most in-demand tattoo artist in the world. Part of it is his freakish eye for detail, sure. Or maybe it's that the high-
stakes, single-needle stuff requires the steady hands of a vascular surgeon.
