3% The scissors’ blade possesses rusty edges; the comb, a broken bristle. Although carelessly stashed m
a torn shoebox, these two implements represent a golden reminder of a family tradition and a father’s love,
subtle yet enduring through the passage of time.

Ever since dark feathery wisps were able to grow out of my head, my father has cut my hair.
Memories of this practice, which is still repeated every four months, precede even my haziest childhood
impressions. Knowledge of these early episodes, however, settled clearly on my mind, for my father, proudly
brandishing faded baby pictures during his sentimental moments, would point to the spiky mass atop my head
and claim it to be his most splendid work. Over the years, the haircut evolved into a ritual marked by the
unofficially set time...Saturday aftemoons. My duty always involves arranging the "master's” materials, for
which I carefully place week-old Chinese newspapers on cool bathroom tiles and scrounge up the barber’s
scissors and the fine-toothed comb. On these occasions my father steps up behind me, gingerly strokes my
fine, straight hair and remarks how unmanageably long it has grown. With quick, deliberate movements he
snips ny hair, and the sound of crisp locks descends delicately upon the newspaper.

My toddler years proved the worst for such occasions. My childlike impatience prompted futile
attempts to squirm out of my father's grasp, but they only resulted in Chinese curses, a firm, restraining hand,
and unevenly cut hair. My father is not a barber, and T never fully fathomed from where his inclination to
leamn the art of haircutting emerged, or why T never fail to be his scissors' unlucky victim,

As T matured into a self-conscious junior high student, my father's ritual further became a source of
agony. When many of my fiiends received salon-styled cuts, 1 suffered under my father's hands. Although
his technique improved, my mind magnified his every mistake. A reasonably even hair trimmming would, to
my tragic pre~teen eyes, become as uneven as unkempt backyard grass. Frequently he would cut my hair too
short, causing me to sulkily fear, with puerile melodrama, that everyone could mistake me for a boy. Other
kids did not live through such misery, T thought. When peers inquired about my new haircut, I would expose
an embarrassed grin and deceitfully murmur that Thad visited a neighborhood salon.

After many years of submission and unsuccessful objections, I finally realize myy blindness. My father,
contrary to what T had believed during my most angry moments, never intentionally meant to humiliate his
daughter; instead, his actions only had reaffirmed his love. Although his results could never compare with
those of a New York fashion stylist, tendemess flows warmly through every brush and every saip. Now
during these Saturday rituals, when the glaring afternoon sunlight softens through the filtering bathroom
drapes, I absorb the gentleness of each cut and painfully regret the times I wounded him by protesting his act
of love.

The day will arrive when the hair's owner will embrace the world, enthusiastic and mdependent,
time when these raven locks will no longer be available for the trim. As I stand before him, observing him-
fumble gquietly with the scissors, I secretly moum the inevitable end of our intimate ritual. Indispensable to
each other and certainly complementary, together the scissors and comb render a fitting symbol for the
affectionate relationship between me and my father. To this day, my father cuts my hair with the same
instraments, and I proudly display his work through the halls of Calabasas High. When my friends now
inquire about my new haircut, I reveal to them with a satisfied smile that my father has cut it--jagged edges,

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THE NEW CHINESE LANGUAGE TEST
from the College Board

Why a Mandarin Chinese language test? Foreign language enrollments in the United States are
undergoing changes. A survey conducted by the American Council on the Teaching of Foreign
Languages (ACTFL), published in October 1991, showed that 7,354 students were enrolled in
Chinese language classes in secondary schools. Of these, 6,738 students received instruction in
Mandarin, while 616 students were taught Cantonese.

What will be on the test? The Chinese Test with Listening will contain 85 questions: 30
listening, 25 usage, and 30 reading. The listening section of the test will be delivered by casserte
tape and will consist of: :

« utterances with three responses, all spoken in Mandarin Chinese

. conversations and narratives spoken in Mandarin Chinese, preceded by introductory
statements in English. Students will answer questions written in English. All spoken
materials will be heard only once.

Usage questions will be presented in four writing systems: traditional characters, simplified
characters, Pinyin romanization, and Chinese phonetic alphabet (BoPoMoFo). Students should
read from only one column. The reading section will be printed in traditional as well as
simplified characters. Questions on the reading section are in English.

Who should take this test? The test is designed for students who have studied Mandarin
Chinese for two to four years in secondary school.

How much time is needed for the test? The Chinese Test with Listening is one hour long: 20
minutes of listening and 40 minutes of usage and reading. An additional 15 to 20 minutes will be
necessary for administrative activities.

When will the test be administered? The Chinese Test with Listening will be administered for
the first time on April 26, 1994, in participating high schools. In subsequent years the test will be
offered in November only.

What will students get? The test scores will be reported like those from other College Board
Achievernent/Subject Tests and can be used by students to demonstrate their Chinese language
ability to colieges to which they are applying. In addition to a total score, students will receive
three subscores for listening, usage, and reading. These additional scores enhance a college’s
understanding of an individual student’s language skills. As in other Achievernent/Subject Tests,
students can choose to see their scores before deciding whether or not o report them to
colleges.

What will schools get? In addition to serving the needs of their students in the college admission
process, participating schools will receive score information about their students. This will
include a roster of all their students’ scores and summary information that compares the

performance of their students to that of all students who participated in the Chinese Test with
Listening.
