THE MINUTES OF “PARENTS’ AND ADMINISTRATORS’ CONFERENCE"

The conference was conducted at Thousand Oaks Chinese School on June 1, 1996. The
purpose of the conference was to enhance communication among parents, adminstrators
of the school, the PTA and CVCCA. The conference had to close before all of the
questions could be answered after the meeting proceeded for one and a half hours. The
following is a minutes in question and answer style:

Some parents are like me who can not understand Chinese in any form. I wish that “he
school whenever needs to communicate wiil use both Engiish and Chinese. Even in
class I wish that both languages can be used alternately.

When the flyers are sent out, we will use both languages on the flyers. As to the
posters, we will only have the subject and point of contact written in English due to
space limitations on the poster. The amount of English used when teaching will solely
be at each teacher’s discretion.

How may mandatory classes and electives are we going to have for the year 1996-
19977

It depends on the availability of teachers. We will have a final decision before summer
break ends. Please refer to the coming issue of the CVCCA NEWSLETTER.

Can the school find us a tutor to teach Chinese?

We suggest that those parents who need a tutor for their children approach either a
teacher or a Chinese speaking parent. If this doesn’t prove satisfactory, we will be
more than willing to help.

Does there a communication gap exist among all of us? ( This question was raised

to all of the attendants. I will summarize all the responses next.)

As aroom mother T feel that when 1 am able to exchange ideas or an opinion with
parents on a one to one basis, this communication works the best. The principal and
adminstrators often stay in the office (room 14), and any parent is welcome to discuss
any of their concerns with us. The president of CVCCA has also expressed his desire
to communicate and has stated that things are improving all the time. He welcomed
the opportunit-for this type of conference and would like to see it continue to be held.
The president of the PTA proposed that a helpline be established to serve non-
Chinese speaking parents,

Can the school adopt a new system which enables the same teacher to stay with the
same class students for two years?

The school believes that a teacher can improve her or his teaching methods if she or
he teaches the same grade for several years.

Can the school offer summer classes?
Although it is a good idea, we cannot offer this at the present time because of
insufficient manpower and financial support.

There were also questions about the point system. I have checked with both PTA
presidents ( past and new), and was told that the current system will continue for the time

being.

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Southern praying mantis kung fu has its origins in the Ming dynasty
around 1644 A.D. It was taught to members of China’s royal family, at that
time, the system was known as Chu Gar Gao or “Chu family religion”. It
was created by the Ming Emperor’s family (Chu Fook To).

In 1644 A.D. the Ching Dynasty gained control from the Mings,
causing the emperor and his family to flee. They sought refuge in the
Northern Shaolin temple (Songshan), but the Ching forces relentlessly
pursued. Feeling that a revolutionary spirit was being cultivated within the
confines of the Shaolin monastery, the Ching’s burned the temple to the
ground. What was once a haven for the refinement of one’s spirit, was now
reduced to a temple of ashes. The royal family again took to flight, this time
to the Shaolin temple of southern China (Fukien Shaolin), where, aware that
the forces of the Ching were looking for Chu Gar practitioners, they changed
the system’s name to Southern Praying Mantis, hoping to trick the
Manchurians into believing that their style was the same as the popular
Northern Praying Mantis.

The Chu Gar style is a complete system of fighting, utilizing both
internal and external forces. It is an internal style capable of delivering -
internal force similar to a bent spring that has explosive force when released.
The basic training of this style consists of following the guiding principles
such as sink, float, spit and swallow. The student will learn feeling and
sensitivity exercises, yielding and the ability to redirect incoming power. By
training sensitivity exercises, the student will be able to control an opponent
as long as he/she has contact with that opponent. Whereas Northern Mantis
is patterned after the insect, Southern Praying Mantis is not. Instead, you will
be learning a short-hand system which is very quick, direct and extremely
effective. You will learn to use multiple blows, kicks, and lighting fast

maneuvers that will keep your opponents off balance and quickly incapacitate
them. _

Learning the Chu Gar style is like learning to ride a bike. First you
learn how to balance on the bike, then you leamn how to pedal and steer, then
you learn how to brake. In the beginning each task needs a lot of
concentration, but after a while you do it without any effort. Leaming kungfu
is the same way. First you learn the basic footwork of the style, the basic
hand techniques, the forms, etc. until you perform the movements without
conscious effort.
