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Until recently, I did not realize the importance of Chinese school. *“Reluctant” does not fully
describe my feelings towards going to Chinese school before I understood how important learning
Chinese would be for me. For many years, my feelings towards Chinese school were similar to those of
many students towards math:  hen am I ever going to use this?” My questions were answered when I
visited Taiwan for the first time. The trip opened my eyes: I realized that no small number of people
speak Chinese. While the trip was fun, it quickly became apparent how much more fun I could have if 1
could read the road signs, or if I were able to carry on a conversation, or if I could understand the news
reporter on television.

I realized that knowledge of Chinese could become another advantage that I would have in the
world.

Why
would anyone, especially someone that was Chinese, not want to learn? Knowing Chinese is an ability
that every Chinese person should have, if for no other reason than to be able to answer ~ es” whenever
someone asks if you can speak Chinese.

The trick to enjoying Chinese school is learning to have fun. Make friends (it will happen sooner
or later, no matter how hard you try not to make friends), get involved with an aspect of Chinese school
(work on the yearbook, run track, or recite some poetry), and find some time to have fun (play basketball,
join the art class, or learn some origami - anybody can do it).




The moment our relay team won the silver medal at the 1997 Chinese American track and field
meet, my heart leaped with excitement, but I soon became dismal when I realized that this race may
have been the last one that I ran for as a part of the Thousand Oaks Chinese School track team.
Standing there in the middle of the field, tears welled up in my eyes as I reminisced about my
Chinese school years and all the memorable moments I have shared with my fellow students.

My Chinese background has always been something in which T have taken great pride. I
have performed folk dances at three of the schools that I have attended, chosen China as the country
to research for the World Fair in the seventh grade, and studied the evolution of Chinese Americans
for the American Experience project as a junior.

Whether I am on stage with the mystical music of the buddha
dance encompassing me or in my bright pink poodle skirt for Grease, I enjoy taking part in the
celebration of the two cultures that influence my life.

Although sometimes it may be difficult to get up on Saturday mornings, knowing that you
will be with your Chinese school friends, whom you have not seen all week long, is a comfert and
motivation. During those three hours, I am no longer one of the few Asians at school, but I am
surrounded by people of the same background, of similar interests, and those who can speak both
Mandarin and English. The friends that 1 have made through Chinese school are the ones who can
really relate to my problems, pressures, and goals in life. Because most of us are first generation
Chinese Americans, we are able to share our experiences of both cultures with each other. I know
that we have created a bond that is invincible and will remain strong even after we lead our separate
lives.

Although five years may seem like a long time, I regret not starting Chinese school ten years
ago, at the age of seven, the age my sister started.
